His mother, Mary Anden, Was one of the
eight daughters of a substantial farmer of Wilmecote, where the Anden farmstead may still be
seen, his father, John Shakespeare was a prosperous and respected tradesman, who fook an active
partin affairs.

Williom was the eldest son and third child of the marriage and took on
several responsibiltes, including helping his father.

One day while doing an for his father with his young brother Edmund, he stopped in

His brother in the mud and was
helped 1o his feet by o young woman whose name was Anne Hathaway. She was  country girl who
lived  few miles from Stratford in a ltle vilage ‘Shottery. Willam and Amne soon
Fell inlove and married in 1582.
