San Andreas and the Reality of a Threat 
Natural disasters are all catastrophic events caused by environmental factors. It is almost impossible to predict when they will strike and how strong they might be; that is why they are considered a threat to humankind and life as we know it. As rational beings, we understand how inevitable natural phenomena are, so we do our best to leam what causes them and how 

to be prepared to avoid being hurt. 

The State of California is located between two major tectonic plates moving in contrasting directions. This causes different cuts or faults that extend to very deep levels under the ground, and the San Andreas Fault is probably the biggest and most dangerous one. This geologic gash is about 1,300 km long.
The existing faults cause the State of California to be susceptible to earthquakes. Historical records show there have been major ones every 110 to 140 years. In 1906 there was a catastrophic earthquake in San Francisco with an estimated magnitude of 7.8 and that was attributed to the San Andreas Fault. 
Seismologists study the fault trying to predict when the next "Big One" will happen. The Smithsonian website explains that, if the "Big One" happened these days, the reality would not look anything like what Hollywood may have shown in movies. There wouldn't be a tsunami, for example. 
However, they say, its impact would still be devastating: such an event "would cause some $200 billion in damage, 50,000 injuries and 2, 000 deaths." The real damage would come after the earthquake: there would be fires, water supplies would run out and all services would be damaged.
The US geological service anticipates only a 7 percent probability of a major earthquake in California in the next 30 years, so there is no cause for immediate alarm. However, experts recommend preparing because the earthquake will happen. While there is no point in living with fear, knowing what can happen and exactly what to do can save countless lives.
